How students qualify to ride DART free:
	 Students must be currently enrolled at El Centro in six or more credit hours during the fall or 
spring semesters or three credit hours for summer terms.  ECC continuing education students are also 
eligible with 96 units during the fall and spring or 48 in summer terms.   Pass is available only after all 
requirements are met and the courses have met their respective certification days.
